LEAVING EGYPT

The book of Exodus tells of how Jehovah instructed 
Moses to lead the people of Israel out of Egypt, and 
to a land that He, Jehovah, had promised to them.

If we start looking around us and comparing our lives with 
those whose lives seem to be fairy tale perfect, the natural 
outcome will be dissatisfaction and spiritual grumbling. 

	 The Lord knew what He was doing when He led Israel 
out of Egypt, and He knows what He is doing in your life 
now.  Don’t go back to the spiritual bondage of Egypt;  
continue on your journey of growth in the Christian life. 
The time in the desert won’t last forever, and the promise  
of what is ahead is worth it.

“plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give  
you hope and a future.”
