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HAPPY MEALS VS
THE LAST SUPPER

ost Americans are familiar with the Happy Meal. McDonald’s hit a
M marketing gold mine with this concept, aimed at younger children.

The idea was to promote a downsized meal - usually a hamburger or
cheeseburger, small drink, small fries, and a toy - for younger children. Rather
than mothers buying one sandwich to share with their little ones, now they

could buy the kiddies their own meal which included a trinket to keep them
occupied. Just drive up to the take-out window, and you're good to go!

Contrast this with the last meal that Jesus shared with his disciples. The
meal required planning and preparation; it had to follow a certain ritual. They
were celebrating the Passover, when God brought His people out of slavery
in Egypt. Jesus knew that he was to be the next sacrificial lamb, sent to bring
God’s people out of the slavery of sin. He knew he would be facing the pain
and humiliation of the cross in a very short time. Throughout that evening, he
tried to impress on His disciples what would happen to Him, and what their
responsibilities would be after He left them.

Sometimes we Christians prefer spiritual Happy Meals for worship - keep
it short, not too deep, and give us something to entertain us. Ultimately,
that kind of spiritual diet is unsatisfying, and detrimental to our health and
growth as believers. We need to spend more time feasting on the meat of the
Word and growing in our knowledge of the Lord. Children eventually outgrow
Happy Meals; we need to move on to more substantial spiritual fare if we are to
be able to nurture others in the faith.
