Currently
there are 10 churches in addition to eight church plants and
14 missionary pastors.

As Christians we know
that is not true; he who dies with the most toys still dies, and he is
answerable to God for what he did with the resources he was given
on this earth. Jesus had some things to say about people whose
plans only included accumulating more stuff.

As we celebrate the season of Thanksgiving, let’s put our ‘stuff’
in perspective. Most of us have much more than we need as far as
material goods. Consider donating some of your items to an organization
that benefits the less fortunate in society. Also, re-evaluate how you
are spending your discretionary funds - are you Kingdom building
or hoarding? This holiday, stuff your turkey, not your closets.
